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The OGS will still send you a query regarding the 
childcare situation. If you have any questions 
regarding this, please contact Ms. Barbara Göcking.

Finally, I have an important reminder for you: 

Especially now in the cold and dark season, many 
children are brought to school by car. As a result, 
there is a lot of car traffic again. Cars parking in and 
out of cars, open car doors and children getting out of 
cars make for a very confusing road situation. Due to 
poor visibility in the dark and perhaps rain, I am very 
concerned for the safety of our school children.  

Please do not turn your car around in front of the 
school, and please do not park in the teachers' 
parking lot! Likewise, it is forbidden to stop in front of 
the fire department driveway "just for a moment" to 
pick up children. This is an unpleasant situation for 
everyone involved: your children rush to get into the 
car, you as parents are stressed, other children can 
be hurt, and school staff and employees have to keep 
pointing out to you that the chosen course of action is 
not correct.  Many of you are already following these 
guidelines - for which I thank you on behalf of your 
children and the entire Hermann School team.  Please 
help us to make the way to school safe for your 
children!
