Without substantiation, it can sound shallow; without experience, it can
seem light; and without heart, it can resonate coldly.

subject.

Furthermore, being proficient in a language does not
necessarily mean one has rich internationality. We
are convinced that allowing children to interact with
diverse individuals will expand their ways of thinking
and perspectives, fostering a mindset that appreciates
differences and embraces life positively.
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When progressing to the academy, an environment of
'spending time in English and learning in English'
expands.

Young children are capable of communication through
language, and by attending RaJA, they can immerse
themselves in an English-speaking worldview in their
daily lives.

During the roughly three years since their birth, children
grow through abundant input. When they try to convey
what they know to others, having a variety of languages
at their disposal broadens their expressive range and
enables them to communicate their intentions more
accurately.

You can learn
vocabulary, expression skills, reading comprehension,
and writing skills through songs, greetings, and
interactions with friends and teachers (input).

By expressing these words aloud (output), you

reinforce your memory.

"Chew and Digest” Visual and Experiential Learning!

By outputting the repeated input information, we guide
it towards "retention” in what we call "memory lessons."
In the RaJA style, we don't just memorize what we see;
instead, we engage with physical objects to recognize
them visually and sensorially. This way, we output the
information we've learned through repetition,
accompanied by richer experiences. By linking our
personal experiences and thoughts, we can transform
what we've memorized instantly into long-term memory.

"Bird's Eye View” - Capturing the Invisible Aspects

We approach the brain from multiple angles by considering
colors, shapes, sizes, lengths, directions, proximity, spatial
figures, sequences, substitutions, and coordinates.

By actually arranging, touching, and drawing objects, we
facilitate learning through active engagement and movement.
