This document summarizes the informa=on needed for the riders concerning the par=cipa=on at the 
2024 UCI Masters Cyclo-cross World Championships, for the 2024-2025 UCI cyclo-cross season.

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1. MASTERS RIDERS CATEGORIES 

Daily licenses are not accepted, for par=cipa=on at the UCI Masters Cyclo-cross World Championships. 
(see ar=cle UCI 5.4.001.) 

5.4.004  The championships are organized in 5 years age groups: 35-39, 40-44, etc. Age groups will be 
combined when less than 6 riders enter an age group. In case of combined age, =tle for the re-
spec=ve 5 years age groups will be awarded (even when only 1 rider is entered.) 

2. COMPETITORS SELECTION 

Each rider respec=ng the standards of points 1 and 3 may entry the 2024 UCI Masters Cyclo-cross World 
Championships under his/her own responsibility. There is no maximum quota per Na=on. The registra=-
on is individual. 

3. RULES 

3.1. PARTICIPATION IN UCI MASTERS WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS 

5.1.001  The category which will be applied for entries to races for the en=re season is the category to 
which the rider will belong on 1 January of the following calendar years. 

 Masters: 
 All riders aged 35 and over may ride in the masters world championships. However, the follo-

wing riders are not eligible: 
1. Any rider who has ridden in the UCI cyclo-cross world championships, con=nental champi-

onships or UCI cyclo-cross world cup during the current year. 
2. Any rider who has been a member, during the current cyclo-cross season, of a team registered 

with the UCI. 
3. Any rider classified with at least 100 points in the UCI individual cyclo-cross ranking published 

a_er the first UCI cyclo-cross world cup event of the current cyclo-cross season. 

5.4.001 Only license holders under ar=cles 1.1.001 to 1.1.028 and 5.1.001 may take part in the masters 
world championships. A race number is only issued on presenta=on of the license.

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3.2. EQUIPMENT 

5.4.002 The riders taking part in the masters world championships represent their country, but are 
permided to use equipment of their choice. 

1.3.031  Wearing a rigid safety helmet shall be mandatory during compe==ons and training sessions. 

1.3.025   Disc brakes are allowed in cyclo-cross training and compe==on.                                                          
For races on the road and cyclo-cross, the use of fixed sprocket is forbidden: a braking system 
that acts on both wheels is required. 

1.3.018 For the Cyclo-cross bicycle the width of the tyre (measured between the widest parts) shall not 
exceed 33 mm and it may not incorporate any form of spike or stud. 

4. RIDERS REGISTRATION AND ACCREDITATION 

4.1. ONLINE REGISTRATION 

How? 
Through the website wwww.wearecyclocross.com page REGISTRATION. Only internet registra=ons recei-
ved by midnight (CET) on Tuesday 12th November are valid, no last-minute registraUon on site will be 
accepted. An UCI ID is mandatory.  

All races are limited to a maximum of 120 riders. A system of wai=ng list is organised in order to manage 
a high demand and the distribu=on per na=on. Thus, the entry confirma=on will be sent to the reques-
=ng riders a_erwards. 

When? 
The online system is already open. The System will close on: at midnight (CET) on Tuesday 12th  
November 2024. 

4.2. RIDERS CONFIRMATION AT THE VENUE

The license check by commissaires is mandatory.

The UCI Masters Cyclo-cross World champion jersey is to be worn during masters cyclo-cross races of 
the corresponding category only. 
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Wearing this jersey during other category’s or discipline races is forbidden and may be punish with a fine 
of 2.000 CHF (UCI ar=cle 1.3.072).

13. INTERNATIONAL SPECIAL OLYMPICS CYCLO-CROSS RACEDAY 
On Sunday 1st December we will welcome interna=onal athletes that represent the Special Olympics  
Cyclo-Cross cycling for the second =me in Germany since 2023. The Interna=onal Special Olympics Cyclo-
Cross Raceday will start at approx. 14.30 and will be held in two age categories (16-21 and 22+ both 
male and female). The first three riders of each category will receive gold, silver and bronze medals as 
well as all par=cipants will be honoured on the stage. Spectators and Masters paricipants are encoura-
ged to remain and support this event.  
There will be a mee=ng for coaches, riders and the supporters of the Interna=onal Special Olympics Cy-
clo-Cross Raceday on Saturday 30th November 14.00 were the organizers will make some further an-
nouncements regarding the Raceday. The mee=ng will take place inside the fes=ve tent.
